EVALUATION

The project was evaluated in terms of the following criteria:

a) Testing and Correctness - 1 (15 points)

· The program was tested with the data in the parallel corpus you prepared.
· The quality of the outputs and translations was also taken into account.

b) Testing and Correctness - 2 (15 points)

· The program was tested with a new parallel corpus.
· The quality of the outputs and translations was also taken into account.

· The aim of this test is to measure the generalization capacity of the developed system. The system should not memorize the data used during the development; instead it should be able to adapt itself to new sentence pairs (having different word orders, lengths, and structures).

c) Methodology (25 points)

· The methodology of the project was graded with one of the points (25,20,15,10,5,0) which correspond to (thorough,good,fair,poor,incomplete,none), respectively.

· The methodology covers the methods and the techniques used, the impelementation approaches of these methods, and the structures built in handling the task. In general, it indicates how adequate your program is.

d) Document (20 points)

· The project document was graded with one of the points (20,16,12,8,4,0) which correspond to (thorough,good,fair,poor,incomplete,none), respectively.

· The document should include the sections (all or those that are sufficient to explain the project) as stated in the Programming Project Documentation.

· The sections should include sufficient information and be written in a clear way such that the document serves as both a user manual and a technical manual. In other words, when reading the document, a user should be able to use the program and a programmer should understand the code without any difficulty.

e) Progress Reports (10 * 2 points)

· Each project progress report was graded with one of the points (10,8,6,4,2) which correspond to (thorough,good,fair,poor,incomplete), respectively.

· The progress report should indicate real progress in the project.

· The progress report should be written in a clear and expressive manner.

f) General (5 points)

· Some minor aspects of the project were graded with one of the points (5,4,3,2,1,0) which correspond to (very good,good,fair,poor,very bad,none), respectively.

· The program should be written in a modular way. For instance, if a task you want to do is not trivial, then probably you should use some auxiliary rules.

· The code should be highly commented.

· The code should be efficient in terms of speed. If it executes quite slowly in some cases, then there must be something wrong with the code.

· The code should have a neat style of programming. Creating unnecessary lists or variables, using unnecessary base cases in predicates are indications of bad style.
